$19.99/month or $199.00/year

You can purchase classes without a subscription 
but classes cannot be downloaded.

More than 700 classes on a variety of topics, 
114 knitting classes

$4.95/month
Streaming video content

More than 500 classes in a variety of categories

Free trial period – if you go through the 
Michael’s website, 2 months free trial

Craft Classes Online

• A few knitting classes (mostly scrapbooking & 
papercrafting)

• Prices comparable to Craftsy and others but 
access is only for one year

• Can take up to 48 hours to gain access to your 
class



Dvds and Downloads

This is as much a matter of personal 
preference as anything else.

DVD – no need for internet connection

Download – as long as that company is in 
business, you have access to your classes –
no worries about loss or damage to disc
